MINIATURE CHALLENGE
2011 – 2012
TIDES OF TIME
The miniature challenge this year is again not a round robin.  You will provide all of the fabrics for your own miniature.  You will do all of the work on your own miniature.  Remember this is supposed to be a challenge.  Stretching yourself is good!
· The theme of our 2012 show will be Tides of Time.  For colors, think water. ocean, beach, or whatever else that phrase brings to mind for you.
· The 2012 Raffle Quilt will be made with Northwind Blocks.  You must include at least 3 Northwind Blocks in your miniature.  A drawing of this block is below.
· Miniature scale appliqué may be used in addition to the piecing.
· The completed miniature must be 18” x 18” or smaller.  This is absolute – entries that are larger than 18” in either dimension will be disqualified from judging.
· Each miniature quilt must finish square or rectangular, having four sides and four corners.

· The scale of all blocks and borders must be miniature.  (If the entire quilt was enlarged to bed-size the design would remain in good proportion.  Another way to define ‘miniature scale’ – you cannot easily determine from a photograph if the quilt is large or miniature.)
· All miniatures are to be completed before the November 8, 2011, meeting.  That means quilted and bound with a sleeve attached.  We will display the completed miniatures at that meeting.  You will be notified of the date and time for the judging of the challenge.  Awards will be presented at the November meeting.

· You are encouraged to enter your miniature in the 2012 FQFG show.  The miniature challenge quilts will be judged in a separate category at the quilt show.
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
